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Short Story Elements
As a group, you will be assigned two of eight possible short stories. You will be individually responsible for one of the six short story elements, as well as presenting a cohesive piece as a group, which will include a media component. Please see below for detailed instructions on each stage of the project. 

Details
Individual/Media
1. You will be assigned a short story to read with your group members.

2. Your group will assign each member one of the four elements of short stories (there can be no duplicates, and Theme and Plot must be covered by your whole group).

3. Individually you will be responsible for analyzing your group’s short story through the lense of your assigned element. Ultimately, this will contribute to your whole group’s oral presentation. 

4. Inclusive of your individual component, you must have a visual representation of your element. Examples could include a comic strip, picture, collage, movie clip (maximum 1 minute), model, poster, map, diorama, book cover, movie poster, etc.  
Group

1. You will need to gather as a group to discuss the elements of Theme and Plot in your assigned short story. 

2. For the element of Theme, your group will be responsible for creating a media piece that will be incorporated into your group presentation.

3. For the element of Plot, your group will need to create a plot chart outlining the Introduction, Rising Action, Climax, Falling Action, Resolution/Conclusion.

Presentation
1. Lastly, you will be required to practice and prepare for your presentation. Here are some areas to focus on during rehearsal: 

i. Be conscious of timing 

ii. Every member must have equal roles in the oral presentation 

iii. Presentation must have flow, i.e. members must know the order in which they are presenting within the group

iv. Avoid distracting mannerisms, such as “um…”, playing with paper, shifting weight, playing with hair

v. Practice pitch, tone, volume

vi. Rehearse with your media component to ensure it works and is well-timed (your media component should also be explicitly linked to your component and discussed as such in your presentation)
