Short Story Analysis Assignment:
Group Presentation & Individual Reflections
As a class, we will be reading 8 short stories over the next few weeks, however we will be broken into groups with each one becoming an ‘expert’ on their assigned story.  This assignment will consist of both individual and group tasks/evaluations.  Please see the breakdown below.
INDIVIDUAL:









     (Thurs.Sept.20th)
1. You will be assigned a short story to read with your group members.

2. Your group will assign each member one of the four elements of short stories (there can be no duplicates, and Theme and Plot must be covered by your whole group).

3. Individually you will be responsible for analyzing your group’s short story through the lens of your assigned element. Ultimately, this will contribute to your whole group’s oral presentation. Refer to the ‘Elements of a Short Story’ package you were given last class for ideas and guidance on your element. Be sure to provide as much depth and analyses as possible.
GROUP:







(Mon.Sept.24th & Wed.Sept.26th)
1. You will need to gather as a group to discuss the elements of Theme and Plot in your assigned short story. 

2. For the element of Theme: your group will decide what they believe the theme of the story is, and will be responsible for finding 3 pieces of evidence within the story to support your claim.
3. For the element of Plot: your group will need to create a plot chart outlining the Introduction, Rising Action, Climax, Falling Action, Resolution. This will be completed on Bristol board.
4. Once all of the 6 elements have been analyzed (individually and as a group), your group will create a one-page summary of your short story (discussing all the elements).  This summary will be distributed to your peers on the day of your group presentation.

1. Lastly, your group will be required to practice and prepare for your presentation prior to the presentation date. Here are some areas to focus on during rehearsal: 

i. Be conscious of timing (your presentation should be approximately 10 minutes long)

ii. Every member must have equal roles in the oral presentation 

iii. Presentation must have flow, i.e. members must know the order in which they are presenting within the group

iv. Avoid distracting mannerisms, such as “um…”, playing with paper, shifting weight, playing with hair

v. Practice pitch, tone, volume 

2. You will be given your presentation date.  You must be present on this date, there will be no make-up time scheduled.  If you are absent, you will receive a mark of zero unless you provide a physician’s note.

JOURNAL / REFLECTION:


     (ongoing throughout presentation dates)
1. Before each of the group presentation dates you will read the short stories that the groups are going to present (before the scheduled presentation class).  As such, you will be able to understand the references the presenters point out within the text.

2. Each presentation class, you will be given either the role of completing a journal question (provided by teacher on the day of the presentation), or providing reflection and feedback to group presenters that day.  In total, you will provide feedback to two groups, and will write journal entries for six of the short stories presented.

3. After the presentations are over, everyone will write one last comparative journal response.  In this response you must compare and contrast two of the eight short stories (through at least two of the six elements; setting, character, conflict, point of view, theme, plot)
