· Each paragraph has a minimum of five full sentences.
· Essay does not contain any contractions:  	It’s = it is
There’s = there is
Wasn’t = was not
· Sentences consistently use the same tense (present tense), and do not switch back and forth between past and present tense.
· There are TWO pieces of evidence (quotations) per main body/argument paragraph (total of 6 in essay)
· Each quote is properly cited using MLA format.
· There are no flat announcements (ex. The purpose of this essay is to….., This paragraph will discuss….)
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
